Other school’s fourth graders in the area, were also invited to come to this 
gathering!  We took notes of the mini pow-wow and we are going to tell you 
about it.  The music was very loud, at first; they were dancing to a song called 
“The Heart Beat of their Mother’s 
Womb.”  They use different clothes for 
different meanings and they use 

mouth and drum sounds when they are dancing. 
They have other different musical instruments, like 
the jingles & bells on the dresses or on their ankles 
and whistles, they blow & the drummers sing too! 
The music or dances can be faster or slower depend-
ing on if they are telling a story or dancing a special 
dance. They are traditional songs and dances handed down from generation to generation.  
Some of the movements in the dances are very slight movements with their hands and feet 
and others are more energetic.   The dancers have to be very strong and athletic to do these 
dances. They spin in circles, jumping, jogged in place. Very fast paced.  Men, Women and 
children danced. Sometimes the girls choose boys to dance with and they go in circles in-
group dances. If a lady does ask a guy to dance the guy cannot say no or else he has to pay 
her something back in return for not dancing with her and when this happens it is called the 
“lady’s word”.  Anyone of us could join in and dance, it is great fun! However, you better jump 
or keep step to the beat! 

They have beautiful costumes that have taken a long time 
to make. They had feathers on their headdresses; they wear 
their hair in braided fashion, both boys & girls, unless they have 
short hair. They wear necklaces, batons, purses, & headbands. 
The beadings on the costumes are very colorful and they have 
different meanings or a story to tell. In addition, some of the 
clothes are leather or colorful cloth, like blue, pink, yellow, red, 
orange, and green .They put Jingle stuff on them too, to add to 
the dance music. Some of the dancers hold sticks with feathers 
or a feather fan. They also wear shawls that have fringe on them.  

Some of us went down with our classmates and danced too! It is a lot of fun. They 
have so many dances; it is hard to remember how many they danced. However, it is fun to do 
and being a Native American Indian you have a lot of heritage to learn and enjoy and share 
with others. One dance they did is called the “Owl Dance.” We ended with the Pledge of Alle-
giance.  We all learned a lot and they gave us a chance to see them perform again the follow-
ing Friday evening too. We hope you learned a few things from our quick notes, we 
know we did!  We encourage you to go and enjoy a Pow Wow sometime!
